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Background

This fund is established to assist members and leaders with registration costs for any 4-H camp, conference, educational course, provincial travel opportunities and provincial programs from our net profits from the District Plant Fundraiser.
Purpose of Fund

To assist 4-H members and leaders of the South Malahat District in paying their registration fees in advance and to ensure a fair and equal payout of funds.

Funding

20% of registration costs to a maximum of $100.00 for any 4-H camps, conferences, educational course, provincial travel opportunities and provincial programs.  The district cheque will be made payable to the specified program.  This funding is available until all funds from this account have been depleted.  Members and Leaders may only apply once during the 4-H fiscal year (November – October).
Qualifications

4-H members and leaders must be currently enrolled with the South Malahat District and meet all requirements as stated on the Advanced Funding Agreement.

Process for Payment

4-H member or leader may apply by writing to the South Malahat District and by completing the Advanced Funding Agreement.  The agreement must be complete and signed by the 4-H member or leader and attached to your application/registration form for camp/conference and submitted by the deadline date.  Members must also obtain a parental signature.  A post-dated cheque from the parent for the amount requested must be attached to the agreement.  In the event that the registration fee is cashed and the 4-H member or leader does not attend the program, the post-dated cheque will be cashed.  Should the member  or leader not be accepted for the program and the registration fee is not cashed, the district cheque must be returned to the District Treasurer.  In the event that there are not enough funds to cover all requests for that given month the remaining funds will be disbursed equally amongst the approved applicants.
Upon return, the 4-H member or leader is required to submit an essay or report to the District Senior Council.
