STALL COMPETITION

Feature of this year’s Fair:  Honey
Judging:  The Judge will visit the assigned area at least twice between 9:00 a.m. Saturday – 1:00 p.m. Monday.  A reminder that the Sheep Clubs leave on Saturday night.
Criteria:  a)  All Clubs competing must enter into Stall Competition (includes visiting clubs).

     b) All decorations to be done by 4-H members.

Scoring:  Points to be awarded are as follows:

Cleanliness, 25;

Neatness, 25;

Decoration, 10;

Courtesy, 20;

Informative, 20.

Prize Money:  1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00; 3rd, $6.00

CLUB DISPLAY COMPETITION

Judging:  The Judge will visit the assigned area between 9:00 a.m. Saturday – 1:00 p.m. Monday.   A reminder that the Sheep Clubs leave on Saturday night.
Criteria:

a) Each Club is responsible to create a unique, informative, interactive educational display area of their club and projects.

b) Display is to be at your stall and part of your decorations.

Scoring:  Points to be award are as follows:

Uniqueness, 25;



Neatness, 25;



Educational, 25;



Informative, 25;

Prizes:  Special prizes and Rosettes awarded by the District Council at the District Awards Night.
POSTER COMPETITION

Posters will need to be submitted to Key Leaders by August 15, 2019
Judging:  Will take place and be completed by Friday, August 30th at 4:00 p.m.
Criteria:  

a) Topic related to 4-H or Club, Theme of the Fair or Safety.

b) The Saanich Fair Theme of the Fair competition is separate from the 4-H Competition.  It will be the member’s responsibility to enter into this competition separately.

c) Size of Poster should be poster board 14” x 17” or larger.

d) 4-H emblem must be included on poster.
e) Club name and/or member’s name and category must be included on the back of the poster.

f) Entries will be separated into two categories:  Computer generated and hand drawn.  To be considered hand-drawn all parts of the board must be done by free hand and not just pictures.
Scoring:  Use Publication #148(B).
Prize Money:  Rosettes, 1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00; 3rd, $6.00

HALTER MAKING COMPETITION

Judging:  Time and place to be set by hosting club and will be shared at the August District Council meeting.

Criteria:

a) Halters should be made for member’s specific project.
b) Nylon Rope to be supplied/

c) Three entries minimum, with a maximum of two entries per club.

EDUCATIONAL AND PROJECT DISPLAY COMPETITION

All boards must be in place by Thursday, August 29th, 2019
Judging:  Will take place and be completed by Friday, August 31st, 2019 at 4:00 p.m.

Criteria:
a) All Provincial rules and sizes will apply.

b) There is no limit to the number of boards a person or club may enter.

c) Competition open to all clubs participating at the fair.

d) Two categories:  i)  by member and ii) by club
e) Boards will be separated for computer generated or hand-drawn.  To be considered hand-drawn all parts of the board must be done by free hand and not just pictures.

f) Boards should be identified as to which category they are entered in on the back with member or club name.
Prize Money:  1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00; 3rd, $6.00 for club and for individual.  There is no prize money awarded to project displays but member will receive ribbon.

Project Display Scoring Only:  For project displays – the member or “A” Leader must supply the appropriate project display scorecard to hosting club.  Scorecards should be attached to the board upon set-up

DEMONSTRATIONS COMPETITION

Judging:  Sunday afternoon in the Sheep Ring, time to be set by hosting club and announced at the August district council meeting.
Criteria:
a) All Provincial rules and regulations will apply.

b) Competition open to all clubs participating at the fair.

Prize Money:  1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00; 3rd, $6.00 for each member of the team.

SPEAK AND SHOW COMPETITION
Judging:  Sunday afternoon in the Sheep Ring, time to be set by hosting club and announced at the August district council meeting.  Competition could be organized with the Demonstration Competition and run alternately with Demos.
Criteria:

a)  All Provincial rules and regulations will apply.

b) Competition open to all clubs participating at the far.

Prize Money:  1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00, 3rd, $6.00

PUBLIC INFORMATION DEMONSTRATIONS

Each 4-H Club should try to provide three public information times, during which you will demonstrate, an aspect of the 4-H program; i.e. Fitting for Show, Shearing, Weaving, Showing, etc.  Any club completing all three public information demonstrations will receive $20.00.  Club “A” Leader should be notifying the hosting Club of the times and places of their demonstrations by Friday, August 30th, 2019.
RECORD BOOK COMPETITION

INDIVIDUAL, EXECUTIVE AND REPORTER

All record books should be submitted to hosting club or South Malahat Key Leader no later than 5:00 p.m. August 15th, 2019
Individual Book

Criteria:

a) Books not judged on Danish system.

b) Books must be complete up to and including July 31st, will take into consideration that project not yet completed.

c) Two separate classes:  i)  Senior and ii) Junior.

d) If there are self determined record books submitted they will be scored separately in their own category.

Prize Money:  1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00; 3rd, $6.00 

Executive or Reporter Book

Criteria:

a) Books not judged on Danish system.

b) Judged on: Club Activity Reports, Photos, Newspaper (or other media) inserts.

c) Submissions from club members only.

d) Pages should be mounted in clear plastic, inserted in binder so public can view.

Prize Money: 1st, $10.00; 2nd, $8.00; 3rd, $6.00
CLOVER BUD COMPETITIONS

Entries are due by August 15th, 2019
Judges:  You are required to find minimum two (possibly three) judges to do all classes.  The judges should be an adult (parent – as long as they do not have a child participating in the competition, leader, guest or volunteer).
Judging:  The Judge will visit the assigned area between 9:00 a.m. Saturday – 1:00 p.m. Monday or they may be pre-judged prior to the fair if there are no other cloverbuds competing other than Saanich Peninsula Cloverbuds.

Prize Money:  Danish System - $8.00, $6.00 and $4.00.

Criteria:

1. Scrapbook Competition

a) Books not judged on Danish system.

b) Submissions from club members only.

c) All work to be done by 4-H member.

2. Safety Poster Competition

a) Topic related to 4-H or Club.

b) 4-H emblem, club name and/or member’s name must be included.

c) Submissions from group or individual.

d) All work to be done by 4-H member.

3. Theme of the Fair Poster Competition

a) Submissions from group or individual.

b) All work to be done by 4-H member.

4. Display of Cloverbud Program:

a) Two categories:  i)  individual; ii) club

5. Photo Contest:

Topic:  My favorite thing in 4-H.

a) Photo should be attached to a 81/2 x 11 sheet of paper.

b) No name should appear on the front of the sheet.

c) All work to be done by 4-H member.

Scoring:  Use scrapbook, Poster, Photo and Display Score Cards.

Summary and Tallying of Scores:  Club hosting must collect score sheets from Judges, complete the summary sheet and return to Fair Convenor before Monday at 3:00 p.m.  Forms can be returned to Stuart Bryson or left in the Beef Booth.
